Life is 

stated in excess of 50, 000,000 operat ions, at rated load; operating temperature 

range is +32 F to +140°F. Height is 1.150" (1. 250", with key cap), and minimum 

0.625" cen te r - to -cen te r key spacing pe rmi t s higher density installat ions. An al ter­

nate action version is also available. 

The elastic diaphragm switch element i s permanently sealed, using thermoset ad-

hesives.
